Adverse Drug Reactions in the Clinical Pharmacology and Pharmacy Journal

The editorial board has decided to devote this year's third issue of the Journal to the issues of
adverse drug reactions. This topic has been consistently dealt with by the authors of articles in our
Journal; however, we believe that it deserves particular attention.

Adverse drug reactions are a major concomitant phenomenon of current pharmacotherapy
and also one of the important subjects in the field of clinical pharmacology. They are the cause
of hospital admission in about five percent of hospitalized patients. Prevention or early diagnosis
of adverse drug reactions can significantly improve the quality of life and sometimes even life
perspectives in this group of patients. The development of pharmacovigilance contributes to
increased safety of all future medication users. Clinical pharmacology is involved in all the processes
in this area; however, | find its major perspective particularly in terms of accurately diagnosing
adverse drug reactions and solving the problem of further optimal treatment of patients who have
already experienced adverse drug reactions.

We are honoured that our request for addressing selected topics has been accepted by two
leading European experts in this field, Ronald Meyboom and Milan Kriska. Their articles in this
issue should serve as a source of valuable information for clinical pharmacologists as well as other
physicians, but also for medical students who can use them when studying pharmacology. An
international character of this issue's topic is hopefully a promise of further improvement in the
quality of the Journal.

My hope is that the articles in this issue will stimulate a broad professional debate on the issues
of adverse drug reactions and encourage more authors to publish their results and findings in this
area in our Journal.
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
